WHO IS ELIGIBLE?

First Nations children aged 0-18 or 19, depending
on the rules of your province, are ellglble no matter
where they live, this includes:

o A child resident on or off reserve who is
registered or eligible to be registered under the
Indian Act

o A child resident on or off reserve who has one

arent/guardian who is registered or eligible to
Ee registered under the Indian Act.

o A child resident on or off reserve who is
recogmzed by their Nation for the purposes of
Jordan’s Principle.

o A child ordinarily resident on reserve.

WHO CAN APPLY?

 Parents or guardians of a First Nations child, as
defined above.

o A First Nations child over the age of 16 can
submit an application for themselves.

« An authorized representative of the child,
parent, or guardian.

» Group applications can be submitted by any of
the above, as well as a community or service
provider (school health clinics, etc.), case
manager, and service coordinator or navigator.

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What if I lost a receipt?

« Ask the service provider if they can
reprint a receipt for you. Many keep
electronic versions.

« Copy dll receipts as soon as you can so

you have one for your own records.

Where can I get supporting
documents?

« Teachers; education assistants; school
principal

o Doctor; nurse practitioner; specialists;
other health professionals

o Chief; council members
